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We have also placed high importance on exploring and unleashing 
students’ talents in tandem with their academic excellence and emotional 
well-being. Commitments to community service and great enthusiasm of 
personal responsibility are highly encouraged in support of our extensive 
outreach service programmes and community services. 

To further provide an authentic tutoring for students to become more 
independent, organised and responsible, we would organise a Boarding 
Experience Pilot Programme at Tung Chung Outdoor Recreation Camp 
for the junior form students next year. Students will be housed five days a 
week in the Recreation Camp. They need to take care of themselves on 
a daily basis with shared learning experiences. The programme will be 
extended by phases to provide a new kind of learning experience to the 
students.

Finally, three-way cooperation between home, the school and the 
students is one of the vital areas which have been further strengthened, 
consequentially improving our responsiveness as a community that cares 
for our stakeholders. 

Not only has our staff and leadership made great efforts to improve, but 
our students have also taken the initiative to attain tremendous milestones 
this year. I am proud and eager to present some of these student 
achievements.

Into the 15th Anniversary of the school, YHKCC 
has continued to grow and develop based on 
strong Christian beliefs and values. I was glad to 
witness stable improvement and unprecedented 
achievements in the course of 2017-2018. It was a 
remarkable year for all of us and a momentum to 
propel us into a new stage. Our primary objective is 
to continue equipping students with 21st century skills 
and educating them to be opportunists for success 
in our multi-cultural and globalized world. The new 
14 intellectual character dispositions are the fruit 
of our endeavors which now form our new school 
mission as the spiral of the CARES Principles, which 
accurately reflects our future direction.

This year, we emphasized enhancing teaching 
and learning effectiveness; providing an education 
which is 21st century relevant, whilst also aligning 
and refining the current organisational culture. 
The revamp and implementation of the CARES 
Principles are the key foci over the next three years. 
We firmly believe that with a clear vision, our highly 
dedicated teaching team and administrative staff 
will work conscientiously to further enhance the 
learning experiences and programmes for students 
systematically and progressively by developing 
these intellectual character dispositions.
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Academic Achievement

The public examination results for both curricula (i.e. HKDSE and 
GCE A-Level) and the matriculation rate of the Class of 2017 were 
very encouraging. For the local stream, some subjects continuously 
performed better than the Hong Kong norm in their passing rates 
as well as Level 4 with some hitting 100% passing rate. These 
subjects include: English Language, History, Information and 
Communication Technology, Mathematics, Tourism and Hospitality 
Studies and also Visual Arts. Graduates such as Lavisha Korani, 
Brendan Ha, Ricco Chow, Enrique Ponce and Sunveer Gill Singh 
achieved outstanding results in HKDSE. 

The international stream made a significant improvement as compared to those of previous years. The passing rate of 
95.4% was the highest it has ever been and almost one fifth of all grades were A* or A. Even more impressive is the 
fact that nearly three-quarters of the grades were in the A* – C range. 58 students (95.1%) passed all of their A-level 
subjects and 53 students (96.9%) achieved 3 or more GCE A-level qualifications. The subjects Business, Chemistry, 
Chinese, Drama and  Theatre Studies, English Language and  Literature, French, History and Physics were with 100% 
passing rate. GCE students including Faiza Mahmood, Ingrid Hung, Anne-Sophie Schulz and Cheuk Yat Sum produced 
exceptional performances with numerous A*s and As in their examinations.

Their accomplishments earned offers from both local and overseas universities, including the Hong Kong University of 
Science and Technology, the University of Hong Kong, the Chinese University of Hong Kong, the City University of Hong 
Kong, the Hong Kong Baptist University, University of New South Wales (Australia), King's College (UK), University of 
Glasgow (UK), University College London (UK), University of British Columbia (Canada), Seton Hall University (USA) 
and others. The following students were publicly recognised by the Cambridge Assessment International Education 
(formerly known as Cambridge International Examinations or CIE) to celebrate and congratulate them as Outstanding

In addition, I am pleased to share with you that this year’s IGCSE results were the best yet. Nearly one third of all 
grades were A* or A and more than three-quarters of the grades were in the A* – C range. The results for Art and  
Design, Chemistry, Economics, First Language Chinese, First Language English, Foreign Language Mandarin Chinese, 
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Geography, History, Literature (English) and Physics 
were significantly better than that of last year. 28 students 
achieved 4 or more IGCSEs at grade A* or A with Matth 
Kot, Nicolas Espinosa Mooser, Srinivas Namakkal 
Raghavendran and To Chung Him obtained all A* or A in 
all subjects.

Good academic attainments not only reflected by the 
public examinations but also came from the recognition 
of Education Funds and Prizes. Eden Yau (4A), Cheung 
Hoi Kei (5H) and Cheung Hoi Yan (5H) were awarded 
scholarship from the Elsie Tu Education Fund with 
The Most Improved Student Award in categories of All Hong Kong Youth and Excellence Award respectively for their 
improvement and achievements in terms of academic and moral development. In addition, Michael Cheng (6H) and 
Jasmine Alberts (6H) received the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Prize in recognition of their remarkable academic 
achievements and active involvement in extra-curricular activities. Good news also came from Michael Cheng and 
Yashvi Shah that they won Gold and Silver Award respectively in the British Biology Olympiad whereas Kayla Lee was 
crowned the Champion in the Around DB and Life on Lantau Young Writer’s Competition two years in a row.

The new Academic Structure and Day Structure have been implemented for two years. I am pleased to see the 
enhanced effectiveness of both teaching and learning which led to the notable academic improvement in the public 
examinations. We are dedicated to making sustainable improvement in pursue of maximising students’ benefits. We 
continue to put emphasis on further enhancing teaching and learning effectiveness as the major concern of the school 
development plan this year.  We strive to provide education which is 21st century relevant. Therefore, valued added and 
self-learning of teaching staff is highly encouraged and supported by a wide range of staff development programmes. 
Peer lesson observation, peer lesson collaboration together with workshops, seminars and team-building activities were 
organised for teachers to further strengthen skills, techniques, pedagogical principles as well as bonds and cooperation. 

International Exposure

Cultural diversity is one of the unique characteristics of our school, in which 70 per cent of students are from over 40 
countries. To enhance the multicultural aspect of our school, we continued to build connections with local and overseas 
schools and universities as well as lined up sister schools to bring in new elements, widening students’ horizons and 
ensuring different cultures experiences. The following are some educational organisations that we visited or visited us 
and interacted with our students and teachers:

In support of the promotion of second and third language 
learning as well as the appreciation of different cultures, 
the Putonghua Speech Competition for Non-Chinese 
Speaking Students was jointly organised by our school and 
the Faculty of Education of The University of Hong Kong 
seven years in a row. Over 100 students from 11 schools 
participated in the event to show their best effort and high 
proficiency in the language and their successful and joyful 
learning experiences.

In addition, a Putonghua Immersion Programme to Shi Men 
Middle School in Foshan, China and a Beijing exchange 
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trip, visiting The Middle School Attached to Beijing Jiaotong University were organised to foster a better and deeper 
understanding about Chinese culture. The Shi Men Middle School scheduled special programmes such as Chinese 
painting, Chinese calligraphy, Chinese style paper cutting, KuFu and so on, to provide students with diverse learning 
experiences and exposed them to a different education system there. It also provided an authentic occasion for students 
to improve language proficiency and a better understanding of the traditional culture. In the end it strengthened the 
bonds between the schools.

A five-day Beijing exchange trip was organised for F.5 students to visit The Middle School Attached to Beijing Jiaotong 
University, to share their learning experience as well as get some insights into the education approaches and system in 
the sister school. Students grasped the chance to fully engage in different cultural activities such as visiting renowned 
sightseeing spots and savouring local delicacies as to enrich their life experiences. These fruitful trips were excellent 
other leaning experiences (OLE) for our students to realise holistic learning approach.

Nothing makes learning a foreign language come alive more than 
experiencing all of its components first hand. A Spain trip with 22 students 
from F.3 to F.6 and 2 teachers was organised during the summer break. The 
students were able to visit the breath-taking architectures, parks, monuments, 
museums and restaurants of the buzzing capital of Spain to have a better 
understanding of the unique heritage, culture and history there. They were 
also hosted by their respective families to experience the daily lives for days 
including having lessons, cooking, sightseeing, etc. To be exposed under 
Spanish-speaking environment, it exerted positive influence on the incentive 
to second language learning. It was a rewarding trip for students to get 
enlightenment in the Mediterranean country.

Student Development and Student Achievements

2017-2018 was a resounding year of the sports teams. The teams brought home many trophies and set new records. 
The Basketball, Rugby, Football and Cheerleading Teams were crowned in prominent Inter-school tournaments. The 
victories were unprecedented.

The Basketball Team made great strides this year and 
finished the season in top rank with the AB and  C Grade boys 
Champions in the HKSSF (Tsuen Wan and Islands District) 
Competition, along with the U16 and  U20 Boys Champion in 
the ISSFHK (Division 1). The lion team also fought hard in the 
Hong Kong Basketball Association 3 on 3 Competition with the 
Junior Team winning the Champion and the 3rd Runner-up for 
the Senior Team. The Girls Team performed excellently to win 
the AB and C Grade 1st Runner-up in the HKSSF Competition 
(Tsuen Wan and Islands).

All five Rugby Teams qualified for the HKSSF 
All Hong Kong Championships, the first time any 
school in Hong Kong to achieve. The AB Grade 
Boys strode to the Cup Champion in the HKSSF 
Inter-school Rugby Sevens Competition (All N.T.) 
while the AB Girls scored top spots in the All Hong 
Kong Rugby Sevens Competition (Preliminary 
Round) and together with the C Grade finished the 
Cup Champion of the All Hong Kong Rugby Sevens 
Competition (Final Round).

The Football Team entered the semi-final of the 
HKSSF All Hong Kong Schools Jing Ying Football 
Tournament and won the district championship in all 
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grades. The AB and  C Grade Boys brought the champion 
home in the HKSSF Football Competition (Tsuen Wan 
and Islands District) with C Grade Boys also captured the 
Champions in the Hong Kong YWCA Lantau Youth Football 
Competition and Islands District Mini-soccer Competition 
as well. Finally, the U14 Boys were the 2nd Runner-up in the 
ISSFHK Football Competition (Division 1). The Girls team 
continued to develop and achieved very pleasing results. 
They won the Champion in the Tai Po Football Club Inter-
secondary school 7-a-side Girls Football Competition, the 
HKFA Wofoo’s School 7-a-side Girls Football Cup and “Rise 
of School Girls Football Star” Competition (Allied Team) 
respectively. The team also fought hard in the HKSSF All 
Hong Kong Inter-Secondary Schools Football Competition 
and earned the spot of 3rd Runner-up.

The Swimming Team paid great efforts to win 29 medals and various overall trophies in the HKSSF Inter-Schools 
Swimming Championships. The Girls came up with the Overall Champion 3-year in a row whereas the Boys were the 
1st Runner-up.  They also became the B Grade Girls Champion, B and  C Grade Boys and C Grade Girls 1st Runner-
up and also the A Grade Boys and  Girls 2nd Runner-up. In addition, Angus Yeung (4Y) set a new record in the Inter-
Schools 50m backstroke.

Our signature, Phoenix – The Cheerleading Team, 
continued to sustain performance excellence together 
with great team spirit and cooperation on stage. The team 
gained top prizes in three significant competitions in the 
district: namely Champion in the Secondary all-female 
division, Best in Cheer and Chant, Best in Characteristics 
of the Cheerup cum Hong Kong Cheerleading Open 
Preliminary Championships; Champion in the Secondary 
All-female Division, Best in Slogan, Best in Characteristics 
of the Hong Kong Cheerleading Open Championships 
and also the Champion in the Small Group Division, 
Secondary Division and Invitational Division of the 2018 
Islands District Cheerleading Competition.

Our Athletics and Cross-Country Team obtained over 60 medals and trophies in various track and field events and set 
new records. The team broke 6 official records in the Islands District Athletic Meet including 100m and  200m (U15- 
Diane Samson), 400m (U15-Julia MBA Oyana), Long Jump (U15- Casey Griffiths), 4x100m relay (Girls U19) and 4 x 
100m (Girls U15). The team also performed well in the Inter-school Cross Country Competition with Overall and  Team 
Awards: Boys came 2nd Runner-up and Girls achieved the 6th Runner-up as well as C Grade Boys 1st Runner-up and 
B Grade Boys 2nd Runner-up. The Overall trophies also went to U16 Girls Overall champion, U20 Boys 1st Runner-
up and U20 Girls 4th Runner-up in the ISSFHK Track and 
Field Competition. The team also achieved encouraging 
results in the HKSSF Inter-school Athletics Championship. 
They brought home overall trophies in the B Grade Boys 3rd 
Runner-up, A and C Grade Girls 2nd Runner-up and B Grade 
Girls 1st Runner-up. New records were also set by Julia MBA 
Oyana in High Jump and 400m; Diane Samson in 100m, 
200m and 4x 400m B Grade Girls. 

The Taekwondo Team achieved resonating results in both 
local and international competitions. They won 5 gold, 
1 silver and 3 bronze medals in the Individual Sparring 
whereas 3 gold, 4 silver and 1 bronze medals were won in 
total in the Individual and Pair Poomsae in the 2017 Hong 
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Kong City Open Taekwondo Championship. The team did excellently in the international arena and brought home 1 
gold and 1 bronze medal in the 16th Wata Open Intercontinental Taekwondo Championship and International Clubs 
Open Taekwondo Championship 2018.

The Hockey Team made very good progress and gained Top 5 and Top 9 in the Boys Open Grade and AB Grade 
Girls in the All Hong Kong Inter-school Hockey Competition (Division 2) as well as the 2nd Runner-up in the 9-A-side 
Tournament.

The Handball and Volleyball Teams were with stable improving performance. They brought home AB Girls and AB Boys 
3rd Runner-up each in the HKSSF Inter-School Handball and Volleyball Competitions.

The Dance Team participated in the Jazz and Street Dance (Group dance) in the 54th Schools Dance Festival and 
achieved an encouraging Commended Award. 

On top of the team trophies, there were outstanding individual performers. They include: Gabriel Lewis who received 
Athletic Scholarship at Benedictine College, USA; Sit Hei Ching who was selected as one of the U19 Hong Kong Futsal 
Team players to join the 1st East Asian Youth Games (EAYG); Caitlin James who was selected as one of the U15 Hong 
Kong Women representative football players; Alexander Nunn who set a new Hong Kong record of the Boys 400BF 
in the Hong Kong CMAS Cup Finswmimming Competition; Vishal Sidhu who was selected as one of the Hong Kong 
Hockey Team representatives; Vinay Gurmani who achieved 1st Runner-up, Lee Cheuk Lun who gained 3rd Runner-up 
and also Corey Chan, Haki McNab, Saar Michaelis, Arianne Gomez Kollias as well as Siena Kirkham who came Top 10 
in the Islands District Long Distance Running Competition 2018.  

Apart from the sports teams, members of the Debate Team entered the 5th Discovery and Innovation Debating 
Challenge and brought home the champion.  For Art, our F.3 team gained the 1st Runner-up in the Toy Reborn 
Installation Art Competition whereas the masterpiece by Megan Chan (6Y) ranked Top10 in the Hong Kong Outstanding 
Visual Art Student Award. The artwork of Rachel Tao (6A), Ian Chan (6H) and Neeraj Daswani (6M) and Divyansh 
Gupta (6A) were selected as the Top 50 and 54 entries in the Secondary School Distinguished Artwork Exhibition and 
Wharf Hong Kong Secondary School Art Competition. Their works are displayed around Hong Kong.
I am taking such a great delight to see all the great attainments and truly appreciate the determined attempts and 
industrious efforts of the teachers 
and students in organising, 
preparing for and taking active 
participation in the events in 
which our school achieved such 
great successes. The students 
were definitely well equipped to 
be stronger with more confidence 
for future challenges.

Community Service 
and Life-wide 
Learning Camp

is one of our Core Values and 
students are highly encouraged to take an active role in serving and caring for their community. To fully implement the 
faith and values, our students are required to perform service in both the school as well as the community every year 
so as to develop a good sense of personal responsibility and a dedication to fostering social welfare. Service Outreach 
and Community Service projects were the highlights in the course of the year. In July, 2017, all Form 3 and Form 4 
students participated in various local and overseas service programmes during the Service Outreach Week to bring love 
and care to the needy in Hong Kong and overseas. Programmes included taking care of stray dogs and cats; visiting 
the elderly and helping the visually impaired; performing farming tasks in farms; serving in kindergartens as teachers; 
cleaning, decorating and preparing food for orphanage children; rehabilitating buildings; helping out garbage recycling  
and also cleaning beaches.
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The Community Service Club fully engaged in a wide range of service programmes with students throughout the year. 
Services included fund-raising for the needy, visiting elderly homes, giving out goodies bags for the underprivileged, 
flag-selling, beach-cleaning, blood donation and also running a booth at the Islands District Art Fair. Sincere 
acknowledgement were given to all the co-partners who helped set up those meaningful and experiential programmes 
for our students. 

School Events

We always strived to expose students to new experiences 
through their participation in a wide range of activities. It is 
believed that a strong sense of belonging leads to a better 
and harmonious learning environment. The International 
Fun Fair was the highlight of the year with over 4500 
students, teachers, parents, friends, elderly and residents 
of the Tung Chung community attending and celebrating 
the event with great fun and jubilation. The theme “Dare 
to Dream” represented the enthusiasm, perseverance and 
efforts required over the course of the 15 years for the 
YHKCC to grow and strive for excellence. A special “Tree 
Planting” ceremony, with alumni from each of the past 15 
years was conducted to demonstrate the collaborative 
efforts in forming a strong and flourishing YHKCC family 
tree. 

The unveiling of the “YHKCC 15” sculpture by the School 
Management Committee also marked an important 
recognition of the YHKCC development as the school 
moves forward into a new era and we all aim to scale to 
even higher heights in the coming years! 

The Student Organising Committee and Student 
Representatives from classes prepared lots of striking 
activities and performances for the participants, giving 
them an impressive memory. To uphold our core value 
“Serve one another in Love”, we are dedicated to bring 
love and care to the people in need as well as blessings 
to the community. More than 640 local children and 
their parents were given complimentary tickets for the 
afternoon talent show and cash vouchers that they could 
spend in over 30 bazaar and food booths. In addition, 200 
goodie bags were given to the elderly, needy individuals 
and families as an expression of love, care and support.

The Bac
The Baccalauréat, or the Bac, is an academic qualification which French students take at the end of high school. 

The Baccalauréat exam is not a requirement for finishing high school, but for entrance into universities. You need to 
obtain a certain score on your Baccalauréat to get into certain universities, just like in the USA or the UK. In France, 
there are three main types of Baccalauréat: The Baccalauréat Général, The Baccalauréat Professionnel and The 
Baccalauréat Technologique. 

The Bac Général is a qualification that prepares students for higher education at a university or college, rather than a 
specific vocation. This is the most popular option in schools. There are three different streams in The Bac Général: social 
and scientific sciences, economics and literature. 

The Bac S emphasises maths, physics, chemistry, engineering sciences and biology. 

The Bac ES courses concentrate mainly on economics and the social sciences. Students take this Bac if they want to 
work in the humanities, philosophy, business or management. Subjects such as history, geography and maths are all 
emphasised in this BAC. 

The Bac L focuses on French literature, philosophy, history and foreign languages. Most students studying Bac literature 
want to pursue careers in linguistics, arts and education. The Baccalauréat Professionnel, which trains students for 
specific jobs, usually involves a lot of hands-on learning and industry work undertaken during high school. Most students 
who complete the BAC Pro will study at a “Lycée Pro,” or a Professional / Vocational high school. The Baccalauréat 
Technologique is awarded for both general knowledge and training in modern technology.

One positive impact of the change in social beliefs on the continuation of 
traditional Chinese culture is that money is saved.

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Poverty among Hong Kong Youngsters

Module: Hong Kong Today	
Hong Kong is a knowledge-based society, and is known for its emphasis on one’s degrees 
and academic background. However, at the same time, it also suffers from severe wealth 
disparity. A large proportion of the population is now living below the poverty line, and this can 
cause serious impacts on one’s personal development, especially that of youngsters. So what 
exactly are the impacts of poverty on Hong Kong youngsters’ personal growth?

First, poverty can lead to lower academic or intellectual development of youngsters. As these 
youngsters usually receive less family support in terms of both financial and cultural capital, 
they cannot afford extra tutorial classes. Therefore they may suffer from a limited outlook, as 
they lack the opportunities to explore the world or go on exchange trips. Also, due to the lack 
of a culture-rich background, these teenagers may suffer from poor language proficiency. 
These factors limit their personal development and hinder their academic development, 
leading to worse academic results. Since the current education system emphasizes academic 
results, the competitiveness of these youngsters is reduced and they cannot get into good 
universities as a consequence. Therefore, one of the negative impacts of poverty is that it 
hinders the intellectual development of youngsters. 

Second, poverty can lead to lower self-esteem among Hong Kong youngsters. Hong Kong 
is a materialistic society, yet youngsters from poor families cannot afford much consumerism 
due to their low socio-economic status. For example a student may not be able to dine out 
with her friends, as she cannot spend the money. Such students may suffer lower self-image 
when they start comparing themselves with their peers who can afford to dine out frequently 
or buy whatever they want. This eventually leads to lower self-esteem, as these poor 
youngsters may feel left out while socializing and suffer reduced personal growth in various 
areas such as their confidence. Hence, another negative impact poverty has on youngsters is 
that it can lead to lower self-esteem. 

A positive impact brought by poverty on the personal growth of Hong Kong youngsters is 
that it may give them greater motivation to change their poor financial status. Some teens 
from poor families are observed to be more hardworking and put more effort into developing 
themselves as they desperately crave to change their status. In fact, as suggested by a 
recent survey, poverty is a major motivation for students to work harder as they might want 
to get better qualifications so that they can take well paid jobs later and thus improve their 
socio-economic status. They may also put more effort into developing non-academic skills to 
fight for better jobs. Hence it can be seen that poverty can encourage better personal growth 
in Hong Kong youngsters in different aspects; for instance, they may have greater resilience 
and better endurance. Therefore, poverty can have a positive impact on the personal growth 
of Hong Kong youngsters by motivating them to change for the better. 

In conclusion, poverty may lead to worse academic development and lower self-esteem in 
Hong Kong youngsters but at the same time, it can also provide them greater motivation to 
change their current lifestyle.

Expressing demands can uphold Hong Kong’s core values. According to Source B, as the 
years have gone by, young Hong Kong people have gained more opportunities to participate 
in demonstrations. This shows that more youngsters may also be interested in expressing their 
opinions to the government, and as a result, freedom of speech is maintained as one of the core 
values of Hong Kong. Moreover, young Hong Kong people can enhance social justice, since voicing 
their views openly can enhance human rights. Therefore, expressing demands improves the quality 
of life of young people by upholding the core values of Hong Kong.

By expressing demands through demonstrations, young Hong Kong people can also exert pressure 
on the government. According to Source A, citizens express views about the government’s decision-
making, if they believe they are ‘cheating.’

That is why these 
types of demonstrations can attract a lot of media attention. Through viewing the media, more 
young people have an in-depth understanding of the situation and thus are more united to oppose 
the government. If public support is gained, especially among young people, it can help build 
interpersonal relationships between young people as they have a common viewpoint they can 
communicate about, thus deepening their bonds and improving their non-materialistic life. Therefore, 
expressing demands can improve Hong Kong youngsters’ quality of life through raising public 
awareness.

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Launching of the Salt Reduction Scheme in 
Primary Schools
I agree with the launching of the salt reduction scheme in primary schools for the following 
reasons.

The salt reduction scheme will keep track of primary school students’ sodium intake. 
According to The Standard, nutrient testing of school lunches in primary schools in Hong 
Kong conducted by the Department of Health in 2013, found that the sodium content in more 
than 90 per cent of the examined lunches exceeded the recommended meal intake, with 
some samples even exceeding the recommended daily intake. This shows that the salt levels 
in the food of primary school students are far too high. Excessive consumption of salt leads to 
health issues such as hypertension, which may seriously affect the health of these students, 
which is why the Department of Health is taking measures to reduce sodium intake. They 
have contacted school suppliers who have pledged to provide sodium-reduced options in two 
to 90 per cent of all lunch options available for schools each month. Therefore, the launching 
of the salt reduction scheme is beneficial as this scheme will keep track of the students’ 
sodium intake.

The salt reduction scheme will reduce health problems for the primary school students in the 
future. According to the Assistant Director of Health, Anne Fung Yu-Kei, an excessive intake 
of sodium can lead to hypertension, which is a major cause of cardiovascular diseases and 
stroke. Additionally, the data from the Department of Health student health service, show that 
the rate of referral for further management of primary and secondary students with suspected 
hypertension, has increased from 0.4 per cent in 2011-12 to 0.8 per cent in 2015-16. This 
shows that due to the increased intake of sodium over the course of three or four years, 
the level of hypertension has also increased. Due to the students’ increased sodium intake, 
hypertension could become a pressing concern for them in the future, and could lead to 
further health problems. Therefore the launching of the salt reduction scheme is beneficial as 
this will help reduce health problems for the primary school students in the future.

The salt reduction scheme is effective when implemented. According to the news, six school 
lunch suppliers participated in the pilot project on sodium reduction in school lunch boxes 
from September to December last year. They cut the sodium levels of sixteen school lunch 
options by three to 35 per cent through the use of less seasoning, which is a positive result 
that shows that when the scheme is implemented it is effective and beneficial. 

Some may say that this scheme is not a good idea because after more than 107,000 sodium-
reduced lunch boxes were sold, one feedback complained about the bland taste. However, 
when the priority of this scheme is to prevent health problems such as hypertension and 
cardiovascular disease, the taste will not be of much concern. We should place more 
importance on the primary school students’ health in the future. This will encourage students 
to make healthier food choices such as eating fruit and vegetables more often, leading to 
better health.

In conclusion, I strongly agree with the launching and implementation of the salt reduction 
scheme in primary schools. The data show it is possible to reduce the salt intake of students, 
which will improve their future health.

UNESCO-HK Peacemaker’s Cultural Celebration
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Arts Week
This year Arts Week was held from 16th to 20th April. A variety of activities were co-organised by the Home Economics, 
Visual Art and Music teachers, which drew active participation of students.

The theme of Arts Week this year was ‘Best of British’ to celebrate and recognise the origins of the Y.M.C.A. in London. 
Arts Week began with a yummy demonstration and food tasting at lunch time of quintessential British tea time favourites 
- cucumber sandwiches. This was followed by a fabulous street party after school where students enjoyed scones with 
clotted cream and jam, sausage rolls and egg sandwiches accompanied by a decade’s spanning Britpop soundtrack!  
The tables were beautifully decorated by the Art teachers and the atmosphere was brilliant. 

In Visual Art we organised a series of creative workshops under the theme. Activities included punk rock badge making, 
bunting making and street art stencilling. To create their badge designs students were inspired by patterns, colours and 
lettering from the Punk Rock genre which flourished in the UK during that 1970’s. Bunting has long been associated with 
street parties and community celebrations that are common in Britain even to this day. Students chose colourful fabrics 
to work with and learned some basic sewing techniques in order to make their bunting. Finally, on Friday of Arts week 
we looked to a newer generation of artists; namely street artists whose rise to notoriety can be in most part accredited 
to the well-known British street artist and activist Banksy. Students created Street Art inspired pieces using torn paper, 
stencils and spray paint. It was a fun activity. Many of our Form 1, 2 and 3 students eagerly took part whilst Form 3 and 4 
students were brilliant in helping to demonstrate and run each event. Each activity was very well attended and there was 
an array of beautiful arts and crafts created. 

The Music Department organised ‘The School of Band Challenge’ targeting music beginners who wish to gain some new 
music skills, in order to potentially form their own band. Under the theme of British culture, the songs selected were from 
the genre of British rock or pop. Each team was assigned with the name of an iconic British band, with a short biography 
to introduce to our students. To kick-start the event, the student musicians and staff performed as a demonstration. Tasks 
were set at two levels of difficulties in the department of acoustic and electric guitar, bass, vocal, keyboard and drum. 
Participants followed their team to visit each department to learn the tasks under a given time. It was a great way for the 
experienced musicians to share their skills with the beginners. The participants were fully engaged with the activities. 
Despite the limited time frame, it served as a good taster course for them.
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On March 30th a group of Form 4 and 5 art students, along with Ms. King, Ms. Heung and Ms. Chan were lucky 
enough to be invited to SCAD (Savannah College of Art and Design) of Hong Kong’s campus for an arranged tour of 
their amazing campus. Upon arrival (having been collected from Tung Chung in the official SCAD coaches) we were 
met with our tour guide, Garlake. He showed us around the common areas, ‘chill out’ zones and libraries of SCAD. 
Our students were particularly taken by the newly introduced ‘sleep pods’. The SCAD, Hong Kong campus is the 
former North Kowloon Magistracy and has been carefully conserved. The building and interior design are fantastic 
and the walls are lined with student work. The university even earned an honorable mention in the UNESCO Asia-
Pacific Awards for Culture and Heritage Conservation. We were brought around to see the vast facilities including 
photography studios, editing suites, lecture halls, fashion design studios, animation rooms and graphic design 
facilities, to name but a few. 

After lunch we then travelled to the Art Central exhibition in 
Hong Kong, where Amanda from SCAD treated us to a guided 
tour of the wonderful exhibits on display. As one of the official 
partners of Art Central, SCAD occupied a booth where current 
and past students exhibited and sold their work.

At Art Central there was a wide variety of work on display 
from Asia and around the world. Exhibits included painting, 
sculpture, installations, textiles, digital art and kinesthetic 
pieces. It was truly a feast for the eyes and our students 
gained a lot of inspiration to take back to the classroom. 
Overall it was a hugely enjoyable and inspiring day for our 
aspiring artists and we thank SCAD for their generously in 
providing this tour. 
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Chinese Culture Week
The Chinese Department held a Chinese Culture 
Week from the 12th to the 15th of February, with 
the aim of celebrating the Chinese New Year and 
providing an authentic learning environment for 
learning Chinese. Many varied activities were 
organized throughout the week.

12th February: Auspicious 
Messages in Red Packets
Students were invited to write an auspicious 
message on a piece of red paper and put it into a big 
red packet for exchange. This helped students learn 
the meaningful act of sending and receiving red packets.

Centre
The Form 4 HKDSE Liberal Studies students were given an opportunity 
to visit the Electoral Information Centre (EIC) on Thursday the 3rd 
of May. When we arrived there, the staff kindly welcomed us and 
introduced the electoral systems of Hong Kong in a lively manner.

During the talk a staff member explained to us various kinds of 
elections, such as the Chief Executive Election, the Legislative 
Council Election and the District Council Election. There are different 
qualifications for whether a person may vote for candidates, and most 
of them require the voter to be aged above 18, and be a permanent 
Hong Kong resident. She highly recommended us to register as voters 
in the future, in order to fulfil our civic obligations 
and make Hong Kong a ‘better’ place.

After that, we had the chance to experience what it 
is like to cast a vote, and we learnt about how the 
votes are counted. By looking at the mock polling 
booths, we can see that the elections are designed 
to be fair, open and honest by the Electoral Affairs 
Commissions (EAC), since this is very significant 
for the political development of Hong Kong and also 
affects future generations.

After this we were able to explore the display area 
and game corner.

One of the more rewarding moments during the programme was finding out that we had the highest priced product in 
the whole of the programme; yet we still managed to become profitable. I knew from the very beginning that it would be 
a very high risk; but nevertheless, the rewards were very high as a result of our choices. I stand by everything that we’ve 
done, and I say on behalf of my team that we are all very proud of our final result. 

Knowing that people were interested in our product and supported our company, Tulua, was truly heartwarming, and if I 
had to go through all the challenges again to feel the satisfaction that I do now, I would. This would not have been possible 
without the constant support that we received from Ms Butler, Mrs Williams, our business advisor, Ms Chitra Sivakumar, and 
all of our shareholders. Thank you for allowing us to bring our vision to life and supporting our company from the very start. 
To all our customers, every purchase meant the world to us, and we thank you for supporting our cause.

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STEM Club introduces 3D Printing
In October 2017, the STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and 
Mathematics) Club organised a lunchtime workshop to introduce the 
cutting-edge technology, 3D printing, to our students. Our students were 
introduced to the principle behind 3D printing, which involves an additive 
manufacturing technique that produces three dimensional solid objects 
from a digital file readable by a 3D printer. During this process, successive 
layers of raw material are laid down until the object is created. Our students 
also experienced 3D scanning during the workshop. With this technology, 
plus creativity, students will be able to produce whatever products they 
wish, without limit. However, the production of the digital file for 3D printing 
involves some technological skills in computer science, and therefore 
our school recruited a pioneer group of 20 students on the spot to join a 
Certificate 3D Printing Introductory Course in November 2017.

This group of students was trained with the basic coding skills and all 
relevant technical skills required for operating the 3D printers in our school. 
In April and May 2018, ten students from this group were selected to further 
their knowledge in Advanced Level 3D printing skills. They were equipped with the knowledge to operate the new 3D 
scanner and the multi-colour 3D printer. They could become STEM ambassadors in the future to further promote the 
use of 3D printing in our school. As there are broad applications in 3D printing including manufacturing, medicine, 
architecture, art and design, our students would develop very specific and useful skills to serve our school and become 
a pioneer taskforce in this area in the future.

We are all very excited about the rapid development of STEM in YHKCC.

Partnership Project
Our Art and Music students were honoured to participate in the project organized by the Tung Chung Safe and 
Healthy City, with an objective to  encourage music and art activities collaborated by various parties in the Tung Chung 
community.

Kiranpreet Sekhon (3Y), Jasmin Smallu (3Y), Nutnicha Lin (3Y), Iesha Faisal (3Y), Rashi Gupta (3M) and Yusuf 
Mohideen (5M) had spent two days under the guidance of a distinguished artist, Mr. Lam Yuk Fai and two professional 
artists to paint a grand piano. The theme was to spread ‘Love and Happiness’ from Tung Chung to Hong Kong and 
to the world. The design on the piano displayed the beauty of local landmarks, such as sunset in Tung Chung, the 
H.K. International Airport, fireworks and stunning skyline in the evening. Our artists had not only learned to apply 
the impressionist painting techniques on a three dimensional work, they had also enjoyed the time painting with the 
professional artists.

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Charity Concert and Workshop for the Elderly
On the 27th of April twenty elderly people 
visited YHKCC for an afternoon concert 
and workshop, which was jointly organized 
by the Music Department and school social 
workers from The Neighbourhood Advice-
Action Council. This event was initiated 
under the Hong Kong Government Music 
Office ‘School Care Subsidy Scheme’, 
which encourages school musicians 
to reach out to the community through 
performances. Since 2009, 270 music 
groups have performed to over 25,000 
under-privileged people at venues such 
as hospitals, elderly homes and sheltered 
homes. We were very happy to have our proposal to be selected again in the second year as one of the 40 schools to 
join the scheme.

The music programme was specially designed with repertoire on the theme of popular Chinese classic oldies and Hong 
Kong TV series theme songs. Before the concert, students helped the staff serve lunch to our visitors. The performance 
started with several piano solo pieces such as ‘Love and Passion’ (萬水千山總是情 ) and trumpet solo pieces such as ‘The 
Flying Dagger of Xiao Li’ (小李飛刀 ). This was followed by the Orchestra, conducted by Ms Lorraine Chow, performing 
‘Under the Lion Rock’ (獅子山下 ) and ‘The Moon Represents My Heart’ (月亮代表我的心 ). The strings and clarinet 
performed ‘Farewell’ (今宵多珍重 ) as an intimate ensemble. The audience expressed enjoyment of the performance, 
and some were humming the tunes. One of the highlights was when Ian Yu (1H) sang a Cantonese opera number (琵琶
壯烈歌 ) after giving a detailed historical context of the work.  

The last part of the programme was led by Mr Edgar Caole and the Beat Club with a djembe workshop and performance.
